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Lippert In-House Examinations
Parent Info Sheet

Lippert provides in-house examinations with the same requirements as other world recognized institutions. This is a
good option for students who have never done an official examination but would like to do one in the future. Students
are expected to prepare the exact same material as they would for a regular exam, and will be examined by our Director
or another qualified teacher.

What does taking an In-House Exam involve?

1. Application and Fees
Please ask reception for an application form, or use the one below. The fee for in-house exams is $ (please
enquire or see website). You can register for an exam at any point in the school year.

2. Accompanist (for instruments excluding piano and guitar)

A piano accompanist for instrumental exams is optional for in-house exams. Please remember that for an RCM Exam at
the Royal Conservatory of Music, piano accompanists are required for all instrumental exams (with the exception of
piano and guitar). Playing with an accompanist is a valuable experience. Lippert’s provides accompanists at competitive
rates. Please get an Accompanist Form if you are interested in pursuing professional accompaniment for the exam. You
may also consider asking another student or family member to accompany you. This will be a lesser cost to you. A
deposit of $125 cash is required at the time of booking. Students must provide music for the accompanist one month
prior to the examination.

3. Extra Lesson Time

Often, as the exam gets closer, students may find they need some extra lesson time. As much as possible, we will try to
accommodate these extra lessons through your annual make-up lesson, etc., however you may still incur extra lesson
costs.

4. Scheduling the Exam
Exams run all year. Please consult with the student’s teacher to decide on an approximate date for the exam. Contact
reception and register for the exam 2 - 4 weeks prior to the actual date.

5. Prior to the Exam
Complete the Exam Repertoire List (page 3) with your teacher. Mark all pieces being performed with paper clips or
flags. This expedites the page turns for the examiner. Bring all of your music to the exam.

6. Arriving at the Exam

Plan to arrive about 15 minutes early at your exam. This will give you time to settled. Bring Exam Repertoire List
(page 3) with you on exam day and hand to your examiner. There is no room to warm-up in prior to the exam.
Everyone should warm-up at home, especially singing students.

7. Exam Results
Exam marks, full evaluation and certificate will be issued two to three weeks after your exam.
